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16-19 BURSARY PAYMENTS

In accordance with national guidelines Carr Hill High School & Sixth Form Centre will award a bursary of £1200 to any student in the following category.

· looked after by Lancashire Authority

· care leavers

· receiving income support

· disabled student receiving employment

· support as well as Disability Learning Allowance

Further to this, the school is able to make discretionary payments (2) (discretionary meaning that the Sixth Form Centre will decide if the payment should be made, the amount paid and the frequency of payment).  Awards may be made to students on the following basis:

·  Receiving free school meals

If sufficient funds remain the next students who may be considered for the discretionary payment are:

· Where parents receive means tested benefits.

Finally, and again if there is funding available, discretionary payments (3) will be made to students who face exceptional circumstances in terms of ‘hardship’ and may need financial assistance.

The Sixth Form Centre will always try and support all applications as it is seen as a means of reducing financial vulnerability and, hopefully, give students greater confidence to participate in education.

However, in return for financial support, the Carr Hill Sixth Form Centre expects:

· high level of attendance in lessons (97%)

· meet requirements re study lessons

· work towards and meet target academic grades

· behaviour at all times should meet expected standard
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
